God’s Chariot

He makes the clouds his chariot and rides on the wings of the wind.  Psalm 104:3

Who like a small child has not being overcome by fear at sound of the thunder or the whiplash of lightening?  Even the animals look for shelter when their instinct tells them that a storm is approaching. After watching a storm someone said “God has come out for a ride in his chariot”.  This form of “transportation”  (chariot ) is mention is mentioned in several passages of the bible.

As they were looking intently up, two men dressed in white stood beside them and declared. “This same Jesus, Who has been taken from you into heaven, will come back in the same way you have seen him go to into heaven”.
